Many of you will now be aware of Margaret Hillyer and her dog Teaser as 

they have been regular members of our church for some weeks now.  

Margaret lost the hearing in one ear at a very early age and eventually lost 

hearing in the other ear later in life. Margaret wears a Cochlea Implant, a 

modern hearing device connected directly to the cochlea in the middle ear. 

Once fitted and working properly, it is the best alternative to normal hearing 

in those with a hearing impairment and beats any hearing aid.   

Teaser is a Hearing Dog for the Deaf (not a deaf dog as some would say) and 

will alert Margaret to any strange noise or movement. This could be the door 

bell, the postman or a knock at the door. He will even alert Margaret to the 

telephone ringing, or the ‘typetalk’ signal if used.  

Unfortunately, he can’t make the tea or answer the telephone, but he is a very 

dear and valuable companion.  

We should celebrate our truly inclusive church family –and other animals.
